Education and Service Learning
Youth and adults with and without disabilities 
come to the farm to garner life skills through on-
farm volunteer tasks and inclusive experiences. 
Participants gain knowledge in food production, 
health and nutrition, solar energy, and other 
environmental topics.

891 youth and adults, with and without 
disabilities, participated in on farm activities.
Youth with disabilities spent an average of 65% 
more time per person participating in on farm 
activities.

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Community Supported Agriculture
Our 7 acre organic fields and Community Supported 
Agriculture programs provide the framework for 
meaningful employment for adults with developmental 
disabilities and opportunities for education and service 
learning.

We grew and distributed over 34,000 pounds of 
produce in 2012.
47% of our produce was distributed to low income 
households through our Farm to Food Bank and Farm 
to Group Home Programs.

Environmental Stewardship
We integrate environmental education, awareness and 
action throughout our programs and organization. 
This can be seen through our certified organic farming 
practices, reforestation and wetlands work, and 
environmental education.

We grew over 125 varieties of organic crops.
Our new greenhouse allowed us to grow all of our 
own plants from seed on the premises.
Over 100 white turtlehead plants were planted, 
providing habitat for the Baltimore Checkerspot 
Butterfly.

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A Note from the Executive Director

This year was made successful through a combination 
of hard work, bountiful fields, a new building and 
greenhouse, and tremendous support. Since 1996, 
Red Wiggler has been providing employment 
opportunities for adults with developmental 
disabilities, healthy produce and educational 
experiences, while focusing on the health of our 
environment and community. In 2012, we saw 
growth throughout our programs. We increased the 
portion of vegetables being distributed to low-income 
households to 47%, we strengthened our impact 
on our education and service learning participants 
through a 25% increase in the average number of 
hours participants were involved in programming, and 
our Growers earned 34% more in wages. We finally 
have a facility that provides space to grow our plants 
from seeds, climate controlled working space, and the 
ability to carry out year-round programming.   

As we reflect on 2012 and plan for 2013, we are 
reminded of how fortunate we are to have supporters 
that are committed to meaningful employment for 
adults with developmental disabilities, educational 
opportunities for youth and adults, a Community 
Supported Agriculture program that serves all income 
levels, and the condition of our environment.
